Whether you have been looking for a church for months or ours is the first you have tried, the 

people of Sudbury UMC want you to know that you belong here.

Pentecost: A Great Day for Baptism  

 
Nearly 2,000 years ago, when the Holy Spirit blew like wind and fire into Jerusalem on the Day 

of Pentecost, Luke reports in Acts 2 that about 3,000 persons were baptized and welcomed as 

members of the church.  That’s why Pentecost continues to be a great day on which to baptize 

new sisters and brothers in the faith and to welcome fellow believers into church membership.  

And because so many congregations celebrate Baptism on Pentecost, it is very likely that at least 

3,000 new Christians will be added to the church this weekend across the globe.  At Sudbury 

UMC, we thank God that we are blessed to baptize one child today as we also welcome six 

confirmands into professing membership.  Like the first Christians in Jerusalem long ago, God is 

working through us to add new disciples to the church that Jesus inaugurated through his life, 

death, and resurrection.

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Food Allergies Awareness Week 

Please spread the word about living with food allergies during the eleventh annual “Food Allergy 

Awareness Week,ò May 11-17.  There are lots of ways to get involved: visit a local ambulance 

provider to learn about epinephrine, hang posters, talk to legislators, everything helps!  

Remember, a product that was safe the last time you purchased it might be unsafe the next time 

because ingredients change.  It is important to read all labels all the time.  Eight foods account 

for 90% of all allergic reactions.  They are: shellfish, peanuts, eggs, tree nuts, milk, fish, wheat, 

and soy products.  One in twenty five Americans has a food allergy and an estimated 150 to 200 

children and adults die each year from food allergy reactions.  At Sudbury UMC, foods 

containing peanuts and tree nuts should not be brought into the building as a safety precaution 

for pre-schoolers who attend Sunny Hill and children in our Sunday School who are allergic to 

these foods.
